Before Starting

In order to enable efficient and trouble-free operation of your
air conditioner, connect the power plug of your air condition-
er through an exclusive circuit, having a time delay fuse, to
the correct power supply described on the rating plate.

Cooling

To obtain maximum cooling effect in the hot summer select
position HIGH POWER on the master control. Maximum
maoisture removal, air circulation and dust remaoval are effect-
ed at the same time.

Selection of SUPER QUIET reduces operating noise.

Air Circulation _

To maintain a comfortable room temperature an important
factor is the circulation of air. Room air can be circulated
without cooling by selecting FAN position on the master con-
trol. ‘




Air circulation only without cooling effect may also be
achieved with the thermgstat knob turned counterclockwise
to “1” position and with the master control knob at either
“cool” position.

Thermostat Control

Once the thermostat is set to the desired temperature, the
room temperature will be automatically adjusted without ex-
cessive or insufficient cooling and thus a comfortable envir-
onment is always maintained.

When cooling, turn the thermostat knob clockwise to in-
crease cooling effect,

The thermostat controls the compressor only and accord-
ingly the fan is constantly circulating air even during the per-
iod when the compressor is off during cooling operation.

To stop the cooling operation set the master control OFF po-

sition. :

1. When you wish to lower the temperature, turn the ther-
mostat control clockwise in the direction of the higher
numbers on the dial.

2. When you wish to increase the temperature, turn the ther-
maostat control counterciockwise in the direction of the
lower numbers.

3. When the thermostat is set at positions 5", “6" or “7",
comfortable room temperatures can usually be obtained.
Please note that it is unhealthy for the room temperature
‘to be lower than'approximately 22°C.

4. When the thermostat control is positioned at “10", the

room-side fin coil may freeze up due to excessively low
room temperature {for example, below 18°C) caused by,
low outdoor temperature at night.
Once the fin coil becomes frozen, the air flow from the air
conditioner is restricted by the frost, and the room temper-
ature may rise due to the resultant weak cooling perfor-
mance of the air conditioner. .

Important

When cooling is stopped by means of either the MASTER
CONTROL or THERMOSTAT CONTROL do not restart cooling
for at least three {3} minutes. If cooling is restarted within
this time, the compressor motor will be subjected to an over
current and a compressor motor safety device will be actuat-
ed. If this occurs, restarting cooling will not be possible for
about 20 minutes.

EXHAUST AIR Control

When the air in the room is stale, set the lever to "QOPEN".
The exhaust vent opens and the stale air is rapidly replaced
with fresh air from the outside.

Set the lever to "CLOSE" after sufficient ventilation. The
lever should normally be set in this position

Note: Cooling effect will be reduced when operating EX-
HAUST AIR “"OPEN".



Air Direction Control

Room Air Filter

A filter is provided on the rear of the panel. Since the func-
tion of this filter is to filter dust and dirt in the air, please wash
it regularly with clean water before it becomes clogged with
dust. If it is very dirty, rinse it in a synthetic detergent before
washing in clean water. Allow the filter to dry thoroughly in
the shade after washing.

Remove the filter from the Front panel assembly by pulling
rightward {See Fig. 3).

How to Remove and to Refit the Front Panel
Remove the front panel in the following manner

{1} Remove the filter from the front panel by pulling right-
ward and remove the screw which secure the front panel
{Fig. 4).

{2} Hold the bottom edge of the front panel and lift up to the
front by pushing leftward (Fig: 5).

Refit the front panel in the following manner

{1} Insert the two clips on the upper part of the panel
into the two slots on top of the cabinet.

{2) Push the bottom of the panel into engage the remain-
ing a clip at thg left side bottom corner.

(3) Fasten the screw and attach the filter.




Note:

1.

A fuse may blow when a particularly Iarge demand for
electricity, which exceeds the capacity of the fuse, occurs
in your home or when the voltage of the main power line
drops due to some fault. If the fuse blows again after re-
placement with a new one, blease call your dealer or ser-
vice company.

. Your air conditioner also acts to dehumidify the room air

and to expel the water produced, therefore drops of water
emitting from the outside of the unit is quite normal.

. The noise level of your air conditioner may be felt to be
higner at night than during the day. This is quite normal.

This resuits from the fact that environmental noise level is
lower at night so the noise level of the air condltloner is
felt to be relatively higher.

Things to Do Before Calling a Serviceman

1.

If your air conditioner does not operate check the foliow-

ing items befure calling for service.

a) Check that the power plug is properly connected to the
power socket.

b} Check your fuses.

. When cooling sffect is not obtained even with the air con-

ditioner operating make the following checks.

a) Check that the thermostat setting is higher than the
room temperature,

b} Check the filter. A clogged filter will reduce cooling effi-
ciency. When a filter is excessively dirty cooling coils
may ice up.

¢} If the cooling coils arg iced up, wash the filter. To get
rid of the ice quickly, operate the air conditioner with
the master control knob on “FAN" pasition until all the
ice has gone.

General Information

¥

When the ambient temperaturgz drops to 21°C {(70°F) or
less, icing-up may occur on the inside cooling coils, and is
quite normal {when cooling).

U . . . .
. The compressor motor does not require lubrication as it

contains sufficient oil.

. No lubrication is required for the bearings of the fan motor

as dust shielded ball bearings containing grease are fitted.
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
